The LCC riding program started in October of 2006 with four students. Today we have
approximately twelve students and are just beginning to hit our stride as word about the
program spreads within the community. As of the end of 2007 LCC has sponsored over
two hundred riding lessons. We are currently interviewing two more potential students
and envision that by the middle of this year between sixteen and twenty students will be

enrolled in the program.

Last October LCC sponsored its first public riding demonstration. All of our students did
a great job and enjoyed receiving their ribbon and a trophy with their name engraved on
it. The day was a huge success and we are already looking forward to the event this year.
We intend for this to be an annual event and encourage you to visit the equestrian centre
and look at the wall on your left as you enter the arena. The “LCC Wall” houses the art
work of our students that were asked to paint a picture of the horse they use in the
program.

The decision has been made to purchase a customized saddle made for people with
disabilities. This is an exciting development as it will allow our riders with cerebral palsy
to ride unassisted as opposed to having a back rider. You can visit
www.independentstrides.com if you wish to learn more about this amazing piece of
equipment.

We continue to expand the program’s activities. Swimming lessons under the guidance of
Kathryn Nowlin have begun. Although we currently have only had two students and the
construction underway at the spa makes expansion of the program a bit difficult at this
time, we expect this program to gain momentum once construction works are done and
warmer weather returns.
